A My future plans include continuing my work in
the prevention of teen pregnancy and HIV/AIDS,
and becoming a cardiac surgeon. I would also
like to start an organization that would focus on
helping teens in crisis. Giving back the blessings
that I have been given is something that is very
important to me.
